Dear Port Byron (SD Community,

The Port Byron Central School District continues to strive to provide the best educational opportunities for its students
and families. Once again, the priorities identified in our long-term strategic plan were our focus when creating the
school budget. The 2023-2024 budget includes resources that allow us to offer engaging learning experiences for all
students, maintain and improve our buildings, grounds, and transportation systems, and continue to be leaders in the
area with regards to technology use and infrastructure.

This year, finalizing the budget was more challenging than the past several years. As | write this letter, our New York
State lawmakers have failed to meet multiple deadlines to reach an agreement on a state budget for the 2023 fiscal
year. While we were given projected aid numbers from the state, there are often other details in the state budget that
can have a significant impact on the school budget that is approved by the BOE and voted on by the community on
May 16th. That being said, the combination of careful planning in the business office, stable leadership by the Board of
Education, and a clear vision regarding the educational experiences we expect for our students, has allowed us to create
aresponsible budget for the 2023-2024 school year.

Even though we are not expected to see the same large increases in state aid as some of our neighboring districts, we
are projecting to have the smallest tax increase in the area. The proposed tax levy increase of 1.2% is also well below
the maximum tax rate we could propose under tax cap law.

Within the 2023-2024 budget, we will continue to provide all of the amazing initiatives that set us apart from other
districts. This budget will allow us to continue to purchase school supplies for all students, keep class sizes small, provide
breakfast and lunch for all students, ensure our staff has access to the best professional learning opportunities, and
allows us to keep our School Resource Officer at school full-time.

In addition to those items, we continue to look for ways to improve and grow. The comprehensive work we did last year
to develop the district’s long-term strategic plan helps us make budgetary decisions that allow us to move forward as
we pursue and strive for excellence. Next year, we plan to place an emphasis on career exploration for all of our students.
At the elementary level, we want to help our youngest learners build self-knowledge and understand the different
opportunities they may pursue when they grow up. In the intermediate and secondary grades, we are going to provide
students with opportunities to learn more about their personal talents, interests, and skills so they can connect those
strengths to relevant career options.

The proposed budget adopted by the Board
of Education began as a draft

developed by administrators and staff
during the fall and early winter. From
January through early April, the board
reviewed and revised the draft budget to
reflect its annual goals and public
feedback.

What happens if the budget is
defeated?

Under New York State law, if the

school budget is defeated, the Board

of Education can either put the same
budget or a modified budget up for another
vote, orimmediately adopt a contingent
budget. If residents defeat the proposed
budget during a second vote, the board
must adopt a contingent budget.
